The CPE Office has started auditing all of the certified Grand Round/Serial Activities and initial review looks very good!


Results of these audits will be provided to the ACCME to document compliance in all required areas. If, for any reason, your activity consistently lacks a certain piece of information, i.e. a speaker letter or a flyer, you (the department contact) will be notified by the CPE Office. From that point on, it is highly recommended that you begin submitting the missing documentation in order to assure that your serial activity maintains its certification. 


Please note: You do not have to go back and re-create anything. If you are notified that some piece(s) of documentation is missing, just start including that piece along with your regular packet of documents to us beginning with your next presentation.  


If you are unsure as to what we are asking for, please call us. We have samples of speaker letters, flyers, disclosure methods and forms that can be used to standardize the process and make it as easy as possible for you.

Video Streaming Available
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In our last newsletter, we discussed some common problems identified by the ACCME concerning disclosure.  This time, we would like to provide more information on verbal disclosure.


When you, or your course director, chooses to verbally disclose a speaker’s relationships with your audience, you (or the course director) must document exactly what is said regarding any relationships that the speaker has with the commercial supporter or the activity OR any other commercial company whose product or equipment will be discussed during the presentation. You (or the course director) must also document what is said about unlabeled products.  


We also need documentation of who provided the disclosure information to the audience and an authorized signature.


The best way to document all this is to use our “Verbal Disclosure Form” which can be downloaded from the top of our Grand Rounds page at � HYPERLINK "http://www.cme.hsc.usf.edu" ��www.cme.hsc.usf.edu� or obtained by calling us. Remember that it is not acceptable to just write in “none” on the form.














Question: Are educational grants from non-profit organizations, e.g. American Lung Association, considered commercial support?


Answer: Yes. The ACCME defines a commercial supporter as any entity providing funds or resources to a continuing medical education provider. The one exception to this rule is governmental entities. 


Question: What is the difference between a “restricted” and an “unrestricted” educational grant?


Answer: The ACCME’s Standards for Commercial Support (SCS) require that “funds from a commercial source should be in the form of an educational grant made payable to the accredited provider for the support of programming.” (SCS5a) ACCME policy does not refer to “restricted” or “unrestricted” grants. The Standards do, however, required that “the ultimate decision regarding funding arrangements for CME activities must be the responsibility of the accredited provider” and “the terms, conditions, and purposes of such grants must be documented by a signed agreement between the commercial supporter and the accredited provider.” (SCS5a).


Question: Do I have to use the new bar-coded sign in roster?


Answer: Yes. The CPE Office now uses the bar-code sign-in roster to expedite data entry into the registration database. This is to ensure that physicians attending grand rounds presentations are able to obtain their current attendance records.


Question:  Can only physicians be faculty at a CME activity?


Answer: No. There are no ACCME restrictions on the make-up of a faculty.
